/—W Dear Mr Goodm&n:

In our conaideration of the matter of the conveyance of
fairground lands for the use of elty streets, it apnears to
ue that since the city ls wvilling to accept an easement which
allows them to use the property requested for so long as 1t
1s used for sidewalk and street purposes and in the event 1t
at some future time would no longer be used for such purposes
\_/ the land would revert, then I think the commlssion should not
’ go any further than the easement #nd should not consider gliving

a deed.

In checking with the title company I am advised that the
fairground property was in most instances obtained by deeds
conveying to the Arizona Feiyr Lommiz2lon and, in turn, deeded
by the Fair Commisaion to the Tervitovry of Arizona, although
some specific parcels may have been deeded directly, and that
therefore the title to the properiy is actually in the 3taete
of Arizons rather than the Pair Comuission., Under these cly-
- cumstances, in ordef for the easoment to be granted, 1t will
be necessery that the Fair Commiasion make # repoluvtlion re-
questing the state to compls with the request of the city for
an easement, which resolution would be trensmitted to the
Governor for his approval, and thence to the Jand Commisaloner
who would actuslly execute the easement 1 have been gdvised
by Lee Ferrin of the City Attorney's staff, that this procedure
would be acceptable and further advised by the oftice of the
Land Commlasioner that such procedure 18 proner.

Inasmuch as I will be absent from the office from April 30th
to May 1lth, I thought that I might not be able to attend to your
matter and therefore am setting out the procedure in thls letter.
If you wish further parvices on this matter in my absence I suggest
you Giscuse 1t with Mr lLes Hardy, referring copy of thls letter
to him.
