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: Thebe two opinlons express the law clearly and, we
belleve, correctly as it now stands., The term of the

- Justice of the Peace who was appointed to £ill the vacan-

¢y you mentioned is for the remainder of the term of his
predecessor and thus expires on December 31, 1954.

It will not be necesqary for the Justice of the

Peaee to be elected at the next general election since
his term will not have expired at that timz. His salary
may, as suggested in the opinilon of January 19, 1948, be
increased by the Board of Supervisors but such. 1ncrease
will not become effective until the beginning of the new
term of the Justice who w111 be elected in the 1954 gen-
eral election. '
