EXECUTIVE ORDER 92-24

REQUIRING COORDINATION AMONG VARIOUS STATE
AGENCIES TO DEVELOP AFFORDABLE HOUSING OPPORTUNITIES
(State Inter-Agency Housing & Homeless Council)

WHEREAS, Arizona has a strong commitment to providing affordable
housing in the state; and

WHEREAS, the State of Arizona 1992 Comprehensive Housing Affordability
Strategy attests to the magnitude of the state’s affordable and supportive housing
problems and the impact it has on so many Arizonans; and

WHEREAS, the coordinated efforts of various state agencies is essential to
effectively address the issues of affordable housing;

NOW THEREFORE, ], Fife Symington, Governor of the State of Arizona, do
hereby establish the State Inter-Agency Housing and Homeless Council to have
representation from each of the following agencies, and direct that each of these
agencies work 'with each other and with the community in order to achieve a
coordinated approach to addressing affordable housing in Arizona: Departments of
Commerce, Economic Security, Health Services, Transportation, Revenue, Building
and Fire Safety, Education, State Land, Banking, and Real Estate Departments and
Registrar of Contractors; and encourage participation by the Corporation

Commussion and Attorney General’'s Office. Specific activities shall include but not
be limited to: '

1 Department of Economic Security expand and continue social service
programs for lower-income households, homeless persons, and special
needs groups;

2) Department of Health Services expand and continue the practice of
providing facilities and services for sertously mentally ill and other
special needs populations;

3) Department of Transportation promote disposition practices and
procedures that stimulate the use of abandoned and surplus rights-of-
way property for affordable housing development;

4) Department of Revenue promote tax policy conducive to developing
affordable housing;

5) Department of Building and Fire Safety-Office of Manufactured
Housing organize and promote rehabilitation programs and financing
vehicles for low-income persons;

6) Department of Education promote greater provision of education and
services to homeless children;

7)  ‘State Land Department develop State trust land leasing and sale
practices conductve to developing affordable housing;

8) State Banking Department encourage private lending institutions to
make financial resources available for affordable housing
development; |

9) State Real Estate Department educate and inform the real estate
community of the provisions of the Arizona Fair Housing Act and
~ provide expertise to affordable housing 1ssues;

Registrar of Contractors encourage and seek out private contractors to
develop innovative ways to produce low-cost housing;

Corporation Commission encourage private and public utilities to
Create incentives for energy-efficient housing;

Attorney General’s Office offer expertise that may be used to benefit all
concerned; and

Department of Commerce, Office of Housing Development provide
leadership and coordinate with Departments of Economic Security,
Health Services, Transportation, Revenue, Building and Fire
Safety, Education and State Land, Banking, and Real Estate
Departments, and Registrar of Contractors, Corporation
Commussion and Attorney General’s Office to address the issue of
housing affordability and energy efficiency.
