RECEIPT OF CRIMINAL HISTORY RECORD
INFORMATION FRY FIRE DISTRICT

WHEREAS, the Fry Fire District has statutory authority under
Section 48-805, Arizona Revised Statutes (A R S ), to employ any

personnel deemed necessary for fire protection and preservation of

life, and it would be in the best interests of the state to inquire into
the character and past criminal conduct of current and prospective
employees and volunteers of the Fry Fire Distinct; and

WHEREAS, the Arizona Department of Public Safety maintains a
Central State Repository pursuant to AR S § 41-1750 for the pur-
pose of procwring and maintaining information conceming arrests
and convictions of person for public offenses in Arizona; and

WHEREAS, the Centrai State Repository is authorized pursuant to
ARS §41-1750 to provide criminal history record information to
*oncriminal justice agencies of the state for the purpose of evaluat
:ng the fitness of prospective empiovees and volunteers; and

WHEREAS, the Fry Fire District is considered a noncriminal jus-
tice agency of the state; and

WHEREAS, noncriminal justice agencies of the state may receive
criminal history record information from the Department of Public
Safety pursuant to ARS. § 41-1750 only by specific authority
granted to that agency by statute, ardinance or executive order, and
subject to rules of the Department of Public Safety.

NOW, THEREFORE, [, Fife Symington, Governor of the State of

Arizona, under authority provided by ARS. § 41-1750, hereby
authorize the Central State Repository of the Department of Public
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Safety to provide, upon receipt of applicant fingerprint cards, and
the Fry Fire Distiict to receive, criminal history record information
from the Department of Public Safety for the purpose of evalyating
the fitness of current and prospective employees and volunteers of
the Fry Fire District in accordance with those rules issued by the
Department of Public Safety
