Olive oil

8 o0z. Button Mushroomes, thinly sliced

60z. Shitake or Cremini Mushrooms, thinly sliced
2-3 cloves Garlic, Minced

Pinch of Herbs de Provence

Salt and pepper to taste

1 cup drained Jarred roasted red peppers, cut into strips
Ready to bake pizza dough

Grated Parmesan to taste

1 bunch arugula, stemmed

1.5 tsp. Fresh lemon juice

Heat oil over medium heat. Add mushrooms, herbs, salt and garlic and

Cook until mushrooms are tender. Stir in red peppers and remove from heat. Spread
mushroom mixture over pizza dough and sprinkle with Parmesan.

Bake pizza following directions on pizza dough packaging. Bake about 10 min. @ 450
degree.

Meanwhile, toss arugula with lemon juice 1/2 tablespoon of oil and a pinch of salt.
Top pizza with arugula mixture, add black and crushed red pepper to taste.

The first time students access Outlook Express,
they need to click on the Inbox on student.gc.maricopa.edu.
Then, click on IMAP folders, click on Reset List, and click
on OK. This will reset their email, so that they don't get
error messages when they send an email. Also, students
must be on the Inbox that reads student.gc.Maricopa.edu
They should not use Local. The Innovation Center is aware
of the error message situation, but does not have a
resolution to date.
